$75 per additional 10′ x 10′ space. 

 
Deadlines:  
- Past Vendor Deadline to Secure 2025 Spot: JUNE 1  
- Early Bird Deadline: JULY 15  
- Late entries are those received after July 15.  
- Last day to cancel and get refund: AUGUST 1  
- Booth assignments will be finalized around AUGUST 15.  

General Guidelines 
- All products must be original in design (conceived, executed, 
and sold by the applicant). Only original and skillfully done 
crafts will be accepted. NO patterns, commercial molds, 
kits, commercial resale products, flea market items, 
etc. will be allowed. 
- Sales Tax: Collection and payment of sales or other taxes is 
the responsibility of the exhibitor. 
- LOCAL LAWS: 

- According to City Ordinance: There is no camping 
at the marina or on public streets. Contact local

- Alcoholic beverages and drugs are prohibited.  

- Please refrain from smoking in your booth.  
- Vendors must not pack-up early, or risk not being 
invited back to the show.  

Booth Assignments: Exhibit space will be assigned by the 
committee. Preferences will be considered.  
Arrival: Setup Begins Friday, Sept. 4.  
Specifics will be shared when assignments are 
announced. 
- NO early set up is allowed.  
- Exhibitors must stay within designated booth space. 
- NO vendor parking will be allowed at the marina. If you park 
a vehicle at the marina, it may be towed at your expense. 
Vehicles can be pulled onto grass/pavement for unloading.  
- Each exhibitor is responsible for providing his/her own props, 
displays, set-up assistance, and for loss or damage of property. 
- Stakes cannot be driven into the pavement.
